NZ FAMILY GROUP : HAWKESBY, Grandfather, Father, Grandson.1865-66
NZ War medal, through to WWII medals with DSO and ED. Originally from
Ireland, this family lived in Auckland from 1900.

The Grandfather served in the 1865-66 NZ Wars as part of the 2" Battn
18" Royal Irish Reg. He was also awarded an Army Long Service & Good
Conduct Award.

The Father joined the same Regiment, and served 17 Years in the UK & India,
awarded India Medal with 3 clasps 1895-8. He was retired and migrated to
NZ in 1904. In 1916 he embarked as part of the NZ Rifle Brigade and saw
European service. He was awarded 1914-18 War Medal and 1919 Victory
Medal.

The son, Major George H Hawkesby 23708, served in 21 Infantry Battalion
in North Africa and Italy. On 22 Sept 1944 he took part in action for which
he was awarded the Distinguished Service Order. (Citation and other details
available on request). He retired in 1966, and his Efficiency Decoration was
the last of 6 medals awarded. The medals are displayed in a glass fronted
wooden frame. There is also extensive research on each person and copies
of original records.
