1869 Lutheran missionary mail from Johann Friedrich Heinrich Wohlers, sole
missionary on Ruapuke Isl to politician Hon Walter Mantell in Wellington.
Mailed on 17.7.1869 ex Ruapuke (no PO) via Campbelltown (cds) per favour,
arrived Wellington (7.8.1869). Appended 6d red-brown p12': FFQ tied by a
barred "5" cancel. Wohlers & his wife devoted their lives to improving the lot
of the large Ruapuke Maori population. This letter concerns the local ‘Native
school’, communication problems & use of OPSO. Fine historical document.

1870 & 1880 Telegraphic communication, incl an 1873 handwritten NZ
telegram ex Major Turner, signed "By Order" E.C. Meredith, clerk; a NZ
Telegraphic Message (in reg) cover to London bearing a 6d blue FSF
(Auckland duplex 17 AU 80) & a "paid” in red cds. Such official P&T
envelopes contained follow-up hard copies; a £3 QVLT (7 SP 88 cds) postally
cancelled (telegraphic payment) etc.

1887 Soldier's concession rate inward cover to NZ "Australian colonies" ex
India from active serviceman William P Underwood, bearing 9p (SG 77) &
labelled "Via Pont de Galle and Melbourne” in red. Countersigned by
"Commanding Officer" on the side with Underwood's rank & regimental
attachment along the top. Indian & NZ (Oamaru & RTPO) cds on reverse.
Aged cover with tatty edging. Remarkably clear 4 page letter details his
situation & states "Mr Gladstone should be hanged". Also several pages of
research notes.

1894 SS Wairarapa wreck mail cover, Sydney (OC 23, 94 cds) to Auckland
(stamp washed off as usual) bearing a cachet in blue "Saved from wreck of the
Wairarapa". Fine condition. Also an Evening Post November 1, 1894 clipping
detailing the catastrophe in great detail, and a (Weetbix) card/photo of the
wreck.

1946 China-Manchuria Harbin blockade cover ex NZ, with 1d Peace (+ a 2nd
adhesive subsequently lost in transit) ex South Dunedin (?) JL. 46 addressed to
Harbin, China. Cover bears boxed 2-line cachet in red “Mail route to
destination / blockaded, return to sender” (a quite good impression). Rear
bears Chinese bilingual Changchun 17.9.35/24 cogwheel cds, Wellington C.1 /
Returned Letter Office 27 JA 47 cds & purple Return to Sender pointing finger
cachet (& another on front). Good condition. Rare. Note 1: The Chinese d/s
year “35” refers to the 35th year of the Chinese Republic, which commenced in
1911 following the overthrow of the Chinese Empire. Note 2: Russian troops
occupied Harbin & other parts of Manchuria after the USSR declared war on
Japan on 8 Aug 1945. In April 1946, control of Harbin was passed to the
Chinese communist army (the CPLA). Changchun in Northeast China
remained under control of the Chinese Nationalist forces & for a time there
was no postal communication with Harbin (266 km away). Only 3 covers with
this blockade cachet (applied in Shanghai, 2025 km from Harbin) were
recorded in a census in the Collectors’ Club journal of March/April 2011. This
is likely to be a 4th example & the only one known from NZ. With copy of
relevant article & map.
