CONDITIONS OF SALE

1 INSPECTION : No ot is available for inspection by post.

2. EXTENSION: extensions for certificates will only be granted on application prior to the conclusion of the
auction. Mowbray Collectables will submit all items so requested by successful bidders to the reputable
authority of their choice, in most instances this would be the Royal Philatelic Society of New Zealand, or the
Royal Philatelic Society, London. The cost of certification + postage and handling will be charged once the
relevant clear certificate has been received.

3. BIDDING

3.1 Bidding either in absentia or in the room will bind the bidder to these conditions of sale.
Subject to any reserve price, the highest bidder shall purchase the lot: any dispute arising as to who is the
highest bidder shall be determined by the Auctioneer who may offer the lot again.
The Auctioneer may group, split up or withdraw lots, and transfer bids to identical lots at his discretion.

3.2 The bidder shall be deemed to purchase as buyer unless prior to bidding he has given the Auctioneer a
copy of a written authority to bid on behalf of another person.

3.3 Where an agent purchases on behalf of an undisclosed client, such agent shall be personally liable for
payment of the purchase money to the Auctioneer and for safe delivery of the lot to the said client.

3.4 Vendor bids shall not be accepted.

4. BIDDING INCREMENTS: Absentee bids must comply with the following steps:
Under $300 - $10 increases $1,000-$2,000 - $50 increases
$300-$500 - $20 increases $2,000-$5,000 - $100 increases
$500-$1,000 - $25 increases
Otherwise, the regulation of bidding is at the Auctioneer's discretion.

5. ABSENTEE BIDDERS: Bids will be accepted from persons unable to attend the auction, and their bids will be
treated in utmost confidence and managed as though the bidder is in the room. The Auctioneer shall not be
liable for errors or omissions in executing bids.

Absentee bidders, who have not seen the lots they are buying, may reject any lot with the exception of bulk or
mixed lots and collections, where the description is not in accordance with that given in the catalogue. However,
any such lots are only returnable within forty-eight (48) hours of receipt, and in the condition received.

6. ESTIMATES: These are conservative. Bidding will commence at a bidding increment over the second highest
postal/absentee bid received prior to commencement of the auction. Where one or no bids have been received,
bidding will commence at seventy percent (70%) of the lot estimate.

7. PAYMENT: Lots will be at the buyer's risk from the fall of the hammer but title shall not pass until payment in
full has been made of the purchase price (hammer price plus 17% buyer's premium (plus GST on buyers
premium for NZ buyers) and, if applicable, interest). Payment and clearance of lots by room buyers may be
carried out on the day of the sale. Payment by absentee bidders must be made upon receipt of invoice.
Payments not received within 30 days of auction date will be subject to 2% penalty interest per month.

8. No GST is charged on the hammer price, but purchasers outside New Zealand undertake that neither they or
an associated person will cause the goods to be re-imported into New Zealand in substantially the same
condition in which they were exported.

9. FAILURE TO PAY: If the buyer breaches Condition 7, the Auctioneer, without prejudice to any other rights
available to it, shall be entitled without notice to the buyer to exercise one or more of the following rights and
remedies:-

9.1 to terminate the contract with the buyer and any monies which the buyer has paid to the Auctioneer on
account of such purchase or purchases shall be forfeited;

9.2 to terminate the contract, resell the lot at any time by public auction and the buyer shall pay to the
Auctioneer any resulting deficiency in the purchase price (plus interest) and insurance. Any surplus shall
be paid to the vendor;

9.3 to apply any monies at any time due by the Auctioneer to the buyer in payment of the purchase price (plus
interest). The Auctioneer shall have a lien over any property of the buyer in the possession of the Auctioneer,
in order to secure any monies due to the Auctioneer; and

9.4 to proceed against the buyer for damages for breach of contract.

A magnficent ¢1850s-1930s World colin in “The Century Postage Stamp Album?”, leather bound with gilt edged pages.

A bit worn but the c5000+ stamps & maybe 50 covers in surprisiongly good cond. Incl added loose pages. Good range
noted GB QV Jubilees & EVII, each to 1/- mint, Mulready 1d lettersheet unused, 1911 Coronation flight p/c, China 1909
Emperor set in vert mint/muh strips of 10. Noted also good seln NZ, Australia & States etc. Well worth inspection.

An 1870 Lallier (Paris) world album, English version, 530 pages, with spaces for all stamps issued (incl revenues).
Stamps virtually all 1840-1870 (a few c1870s). All stamps stuck down (total 1600). Many higher c.v. items noted, incl
used (in apparently good condition (France SG 4 (cat £1200), 37a (£1100), 131 (1869 5F, £1300), Hong Kong 18¢c SG
13 (unused, perfs trimmed off at right, £7000), Tasmania 1d SG 3 (£1500), GB 1840 1d Mulready wrapper used (£525),
9d SG 111 unused (£2400 mint), France 1870 “Gallon Monté” cover to GB, etc. Incl usual quota of reprints/forgeries
(many marked “F”). Very variable condition. Nothing removed except NZ. Album in good condition (clasps missing).
Very early album.

Allenstein to East Silesia & Balkan States, in 2 albums. Former comprises 987v + 3 m/s, latter Lithuania 1918-40 cat
£400+, etc. Mint/Used.

Australia 1913-c¢1995 colln in 2 L/H hingless albums, including: Roos muh/mint/used range to 10/- (various wmks) &
these alone cat £3000+; Kookaburra m/s muh; 5/- Bridge muh, gum bend; GVI Robes both thick & thin paper; Arms
& Navigators all muh. (Vol | cat approx £5000). Also a large s/b comprising misc odds, gutter pairs, framas, etc.

Australia 1913-1966 mint/muh/used colln in Davo album with dustbox - key items generally absent. Noted Roos to £1

grey - mixed cond; no 5/- Bridge. OS stamps ovpts only; Kookaburra m/s & BCOF set present (5/- perf tone). Cat £3500+.

Austria 1945-2003 colln, nearly complete, in 4 looseleaf albums (Vols 1-3 are high quality Borek German hingeless, Vol
4 is “Wiljef” album). Noted many 1990s-200s m/s or sheets of 4, 8 or 10. Very attractive colln. SG approx £6000. MUH.

Austria 1867-1980s mint/used tidy colln in bulging album . Incl Austrian Military Posts & POs in Turkish Empire. Cat
£1500. Over 1300 stamps.

Austria & Hungary 1880s-1960s mint/used colln in 2 albums & stockbook. Noted Hungary 1925 sports mixed mint/used,
1938 Eucharistic m/s mint, 1939 St Stephen m/s used.

Balkans & Turkey/Empire collns in 2 albums incl Saseno (7v) used (£210) & various foreign POs in Turkish Empire.
Mint/MUH/Used.

British Commonwealth 1937-1952 mint/muh GVI colln in 4 s/bs. Comprises mainly definitives - mostly full sets & with
perf varieties. Noted Australia Robes & BCOF sets; Bermuda 2/- to £1 (shades) = 27v; Hong Kong to $10 (24v) - green
& blue washed out, also 1948 Silver Wedding set mint; New Guinea Bulolo airmails to £1 mint. The 1948 Silver Wedding
omnibus appears complete but cond mixed. STC $36,200+.

British Commonwealth 1953-2010s colln in 3 binders & on Hagners, comprising many definitives & some commems
with perf variations. Starts with GB housed on 80 Hagners & incls eg Singapore 1955 to $5 & Malay States issues to
$5 also etc. STC cat £8300+.

British Empire 1890s-1920s colln of c675 in old springback album. Noted c1900 mint sets/short sets of Cook Isl, Aitutaki,
Pehrhyn, Fiji, Tonga, NSW, Queensland, S Australia, Tasmania, Ceylon. Used incl Fiji 1918 Dues set fu, Solomon Isl,
GV set to 2/6d fu, GB QV to 10/-. Mint/used.

Bulgaria 1879-1945. Incls 1879 5c, 10c, 25c, & 1fr (1st 2 mint, latter 2 used); 1884 3, 5 & 15 mint/mng & 59 fu on piece;
+ also Eastern Roumelia at end. Cat £2800+.

Canada 1850s-c1995 colln mint/muh/used: Noted 1897 QV Jubilee range ¥2c - $1 (10v) mint (£1100), Quebec set muh;
QV, EVII & GV sets muh; Pictorial sets to $1 appear muh; Officials, & Postage Dues etc cat £1800+ colln in 2 Lighthouse
hingeless albums with dust boxes (Vol Il appears complete) & also a Scott British North America album with QEIl to

¢1970 mint. Cat £6,500+.

Canada 1868-2013 mint/muh/mng/used colinin 4 s/bs. Noted 1897 Jubilee 10v to 20c mint; Quebec set mng/m; GV to
$1 mint etc. Some mixed cond, especially with earlies.

China ¢1900-2000 accum in box - on pages, covers, envelopes etc. Several thousands (incl a few Taiwan). Worth a look.

China 1949-mid 1966. Collnin L/H 4D ring album + dustbox on approx 120 Hagners. Earlies (assumed to be reprints)
generally fu/cto from later 1950s some mint (mostly muh) as well as cto [often 3 or 4 used sets & possibly 1 mint]. Odd
stamp noted odd fault. Better pages noted incl 1965 National Games to 22f (£60)m, Chrysanthemum set (£507) mint

& 1964 PRC 15th Anniversary (£400+) mint & used strips etc. Weight 4.8kg. SG cat £7000+.

Cook Isl, Penrhyn, Tokelau, Pitcairn Nauru, Niue & Samoa mint/muh/used accum 2 Empire albums, with a few 2 perf
pairs seen but key items absent.

Cook Isl 1892-1966 pre-decimal simplified colln mint & fu in small Lighthouse s/book. Appears fairly complete except for
high values. Noted 1892 1d-10d set fu SG 1-4, 1901 1d crown ovpt SG 22 MNG, '2d - 1/- Makea/Torea set mint & fu,
1920 Y2d - 1/- set ditto, FV 2/-, 3/- sets (both ovpts) mint, Arms to £1 mint. Similar completeness for Aitutaki & Penrhyn.
Well presented. SG £4000+.

Fiji 1878-1968 colln in cased album, stockbook & on sheet. Incls SG 29 2d on 3d fancy VR ovpt but without “Two
Pence’ ovpt; SG 43 FU; SG 66 corner pair MUH; SG 69 corner single MUH; GV multi script 1/- to 5/- MUH; GVI MUH
to £1 (incl diff dies) & most FU; 1918 Dues etc.

Fiji 2006 powerful colln of ovpts on bird definitives. Incls types IV & VI ovpts, misplaced ovpts, double ovpts, no gap,
mixed types on blocks etc etc. Some 400 stamps, about half on covers. Awaits reorganisation for display.

GB ovpts QV-QEII colin in album with dustbox. Incls: Nauru (£575); Cyprus (£600+); British Levant (£750+); Ireland
£750+); Italian Colonies (£1000+) & Morocco Agencies (£2100+). Mint/muh and a few used, attractively presented.
Cat £8100+.
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GB 1840-79 small colln in s/b: 1d Black (no margins); 1840 2d blue horiz pair 3 margins, 1 x 3 margins; 1841 1d red 4
x 3 margins mint, 31 used (some on piece, 1 on cover); 1 x 2d blue (3 margins); ¥2d x 2 mint, 18 used; 1d plate 5 x
mint; 2d 1 x mint, etc

GB 1840 1d Black (TA), plate 6 - 3 margins to 2014 mint/muh/used + odd FDC in 6 s/bs, incls regionals & postage dues.
1st volume QV-GV mint/used range incl QV Jubilee to 1/- (both) mint; EVII to 1/- mint but generally key values are absent.
Vendor's itemised list of this album indicates value as being $22000+. Some mixed cond.

GB 1840-1970, mint/muh/used colln in Davo album with dustbox. Noted 1840 1d black & 2d blue (both 3 margins); 6d,
10d, 1/- embossed only 10d cut to shape; key items generally absent but incls facsimiles. Incl QEIl phosphors & a
more than useful section of QV/QEI! officials - these alone cat £5000+ (incl EVII 2¥2d I.R. used (thinned) & postage
dues almost complete (£500+). Expect variable cond especially with earlies. Mint/muh from ¢c1940. Cat £23000+.

GB 1841-c2000 general colln in 5 albums though key items are absent. Noted 1 red QV x 2 underprints, 127 booklets
1970s + mint/muh.

GB 1847-92 Embossed & line-engraved collnin s/b. Embossed 6d & scruffy 1/- cut square, 3 margins. used. Surface
printed no letters x 13; small letters x 12; large white letters x 45 incl 2/-, 2 x 10d, 2 x 5/-. Coloured letters x 54 incl 4 x
2/6d, 2 x 5/-, 1 x 10/-. 1880-81 x many incl 9d good colour. Various Jubilees. Also 3 covers: 1862 2 x 6d (SG 68)
Plymouth to Melbourne (receiving wmk), env damaged; 1866 4d & 6d (damaged) to Sydney & 1807 1/- (damaged) to
Boston.

GB 1881-c1913 QV & EVllI colln in 2 s/bs: 1d lilac & Y2d Jubilee control singles, thence mainly used, incl many 5d, 6d &
1/-values & EVII 4 x 2/6d & 4 x 5/-. Few mintincl EVII 9d, 10d, 1/- (2) & also mint regummed. Over 500 stamps.

GB overprints Bahrain to Qatar 1890s-1960s, a good range incl Oil Rivers, Ireland & Morocco Agencies etc. Cat
£2700+ Mint/Used.

GB 1911-36 GV colln & accum in 2 s/bs & plastic box. Many hundreds. Incl 1d Downey Royal Cypher no cross on
Crown in block of 4 mint & 1918 2/6d mint, photo 4d & 5d in control blocks & 1925 Wembley set. Better values used
incl 1925 Wembley set x 2. Dues in Simple Cypher 1%2d mint & used, 1%2d block Cypher used etc.

GB 1924-2000s mint/muh/used colln in 9 albums + 2001 Year Book. Much is postage. 1970 is usually muh & incls 113
bookletsin 1 album.

German States, duplicated stock of many hundreds, mostly Bavaria & Wurttemberg, in old 32-page s/book. Also range
of earlier used of Oldenburg (20), Prussia (70) & Saxony (2), cat £2750+, on 4 loose pages (incl some postmark interest).
Some faults.

Germany 1870s-1945 dealer’s stock of many thousands in large dilapidated stockbook. Mint & used.

Germany 1923 colln of inflation era issues. Used: 300+ used stamps (incl 25 high cat ones which are pre fakes); 13
covers mint. 30 diff issues in complete sheets. Well kept & with margins, useful for varieties & job & sheet numbers.
500T rosette issue has job no. unrecorded by Michel & printed twice: H5582. 23 (sheet lacks right selvedge).

Greece 1896-c2002 colln in 3 volumes mint/muh/used, some dupn. Album 1 cat approx £600, Album 2 contains Crete,
Italian POs in Crete, Greek issues for Balkans, Dodecanese lIs etc (latter cat £1650+) + misc oddments in stockbook.
SG cat £2800+.

Heligoland 1867-1890 specialised colln written up (typed) in detail on 48 pages. Noted originals of SG 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6a,
7, 8, 9 (mostly unused no gum) & numerous identified reprints or forgeries. Total 75 stamps & 14 cutouts ex postcards,
envelopes or wrappers; also fine unused 1878 p/c & r/c, & 1879 surcharged p/c (all scarce). Plus stockcards (32
pages) with duplicated stock of 200+ items, mostly mint/muh reprints or forgeries, though also some originals. Good
basis for continuation.

India & Indian States 1937-1950 GVI mint/muh seln in s/b. Noted Gandhi set mint & both Convention & Feudatory States
with both ordinary & official stamps present.

Japan 1921 Official presentation album “Commemorative postage stamps album” issued T10.4.20 (April 20, 1921) incl all
1894/1921 commemoratives pasted, the 1919 airmails however as print only, as stocks were already exhausted. Issued
at the occasion of postal jubilee 40 years: April 20 corresponds to the first day of posts in 1871, lunar 3rd moon first day.
Very clean condition, a rarity. Stamps cat approx £2000.

Jersey 1941-4 Wartime issues accum/colln of stamps covers - incls ¥2d Arms x 4 FDCs (1 pictorial & 1d Arms x 2
pictorial FDCs, 1d Arms x 2 chalk paper (1 scuffed); Scenes incl 5 covers, many sets (both papers); 3d double pane of
60 muh - total several hundreds. Also c1970s-80s Revenues x 18 to E500 with specimen ovpts; 5 EVII picture p/cs incl
small office pmks & small seln Guernsey Arms. Good cv.

Miscellaneous: Red Cross, Scouts, Greece, Great Britain in blue stockbook. Mint/Used/MUH.

Newfoundland & Maritime Provinces 1865-1935 mint/used colln in s/b. Newfoundland 144v (cat 2013 approx £2750);
Nova Scotia 12; P.E.l. 9v; New Brunswick 5v.

NZ 1855-2000 mostly used colln in 4 Premier albums, with some mint later. Key items generally absent though incl Red
& Blue Boys. A good colln for continuation.

NZ 1855-c2000 mostly used colin in 4 Premier albums incl 4 imperf FFQs & 10 perf (no 4d rose). Noted 1898 Picts to
5/-, Christchurch Exbn set, 6d Auckland Exbn - some of these cto etc. Healths mint/used from 1929 & incls m/ss.

NZ 1855-1967 mint/muh/used colln in Davo album with dustbox. Noted 13 imperf & 24 perf FFQs (incl 4d rose), FSF
set mint, 1898/1900 Pictorials mint/used; Christchurch & Auckland Exbns (some with thins); Arms mint/used/fiscal range
(cat $5000+); Life Insurance 1891 set mint (1/- mng); 1905 2d chestnut very light used (Life Insurance cat $5600);
Officials incl £1 QVLT & 5/- vertical Arms - latter toned & cat $7000+, Victoria Land Y2d forgery. Colln has some cond
problems, but has many ‘good’ stamps as well. Jury cat $40,000+ simpl.

NZ c1857-c1960s range of hundreds of better items & sets in 2 loose-leaf counter stock books (1 of used FFQs, 1 of
otherissues). Noted: 71 FFQs (both imperf & perf to 1/-, incl 4d rose FU), 1898 5/- Mt Cook x 3 mint, 5/- p11 fu, 1908
1d Universal surface print blk of 4 muh, 1931 Air 3d, 4d, 7d pairs muh, 1899 6d Due muh x 2; also Official 2/- Milford fu,
EVII set mint, 6d EVII muh x 3, 2/- Admiral fu, etc. Pages priced to $15,250.
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NZ c1858-1966 colin in Lindner hingeless album. Nearly all mint. Noted: 1898 Pictorials set; 5/- QVLT official; 1/-
Postage Due; Y2d, 1d, 6d Christchurch Exbn; 3d, 6d, 1/- reduced Pictorials; 2d, 1d 3d Auckland Exbn (Y2d, 1d muh); 1/-
EVII official; 1915 GV recess sets incl officials; Victory set; Dunedin Exbn set; 1931-3 Airs; 1929-34 Healths; 1935
Pictorial officials (incl both 9d); 1/3d lemon, 15/-, £1 Arms etc etc.

NZ 1873-1975 mint/muh simplified colln in s/b. Noted 2/- FSF mint & 5/- mng; 5/- Mt Cook & official mint; Christchurch
