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ADDITIONAL BIOGRAPHICAL DATA:  John Chitty Clendon was the brother of James Reddy Clendon, 
the de facto 1st United States consul in NZ (from 1838) & an important figure in early NZ history.  
The brothers had been in partnership as ship owners in London.  JR arrived in the Bay of Islands in 
1830 & for several years ran a very successful business acting for visiting US ships. He developed close 
links with local Maori.  But the 1840 Treaty of Waitangi dealt a severe blow to his US-linked business.  
He sold his land at Okiato to the new NZ Government and it became the town of Russell.  For years 
he was involved in local politics.  He became a police magistrate.  In 1862 he moved to Hokianga (later 
renamed Rawene) as magistrate in the Native Circuit Court (from which he retired in 1867).
